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Fifteen types of studies were conducted to consider social cognitive
processes of moral engagement and disengagement. The results indicated that the three types of
cognitive distortions were related to moral disengagement in high school students and older
participants. Moral concepts® distortion was mainly related to immoral personality and uncooperative

interpersonal relationships. Moral disengagement was transformable in university students through
systematic interpersonal support activities. In elementary school students, a high interest in
others™ feelings could affect moral engagement, whereas obedience to adults”™ authority might lead to
moral disengagement. Five-year-old children could make moral judgments based on the intentions of
behaviors, which did not always need the Theory of Mind acquisition. Based on the above results, we
developed a model in which moral insight develops along with moral concepts and transforms into
personality factors by developing a pattern.
