The current study used the CALMS Rating Scale, a multidimensional and
comprehensive stuttering assessment tool administered to adults and middle and high school students
who stutter. Results confirmed that there was a strong sense of difficulty with speech and school
life situations and that the evaluation results were consistent with their thoughts and concerns
about their own stuttering. When adolescents and adults who stutter were asked about the pros and
cons of stuttering support, the importance of professional support, individualized instruction, and
group instruction were indicated as pros. On the other hand, time constraints were cited as a major
Issue as a disadvantage. Based on this information, a proposed pre-in-service training program was
developed and implemented, which was found to be remarkably effective, especially for items related
to the acquisition of knowledge and skills.
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
