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This study clarifies the process of social participation among children of
Japanese immigrants in their host country by focusing on how the lifestyles of Japanese immigrant’ s
descendants appear in terms of their social interaction with the mainstream of culture and group of
locals in their host country through some field work between Japan and Brazil.

Children of the Japanese immigrants whose parents migrated to Brazil more than one hundred years ago
and Japanese Brazilians who currently reside in Japan have revealed their ways to blend in (or to
discord) a community of immigrants and to build relationships in the society of the host country and
its cultures by reinterpreting not only their own cultures and themselves, but also other cultures

and people that differ from theirs.
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
