The effect of picture book type on the expectations and behaviors of caregivers
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This study examined whether the expectations and behaviors of picture books
differ depending on the type of picture book.As a result, caregivers generally expect picture books
to facilitate caregiver-child communication and broaden children®s interests.On the other hand,
caregivers often select picture books to help children gain the knowledge and education they
require. In this case, it became clear that the caregiver-led behaviors were also made.

In addition, this study suggested that the expectations of the picture book lead to the child s
reaction formation due to the behavior of the caregiver during reading.Therefore, in the future,
research is needed on the relationship between picture book selection behaviors until
caregiver-child interaction through picture books is more clearly understood.
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
