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This research examined how the history and culture of pineapple industry in
Okinawa, Taiwan and the Philippines as colonies was far away from the conventional national history
focusing on the pineapple industry developed at colonies such as Taiwan and the Philippines of the
empires namely Japan and the United States. When focused on the mobility of people, pineapples,
technique and capital among empires, colonies and others, different picture can be seen.
Development of the pineapple industry in the US occupied Okinawa was deeply related to multi-layered

networks of the emigrants around Pacific rim.
