We try to design environments to encourage
consumers to gradually become designers who design and create what they need, instead of depending
on the mass production/consumption system that often causes many environmental/social problems. By
making the processes of production and available actions visible, we strive to activate our emotions

that have evolved to design tools to survive in natural environments for millions of years. Also,
we need to encourage authentic values in order to connect individual interests and social contexts.
