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While the importance of rural tourism has been widely discussed, its
challenges to stable development have been pointed out worldwide. This study focused on
cross-industry collaboration as the key to sustainable development of rural tourism, and
investigated 1ts conditions and challenges.
As a result, the following issues were identified: the subsidy system for cooperative projects makes

it difficult to spend on the tourism aspect, the current legal regulations make it difficult to
cooperate, there is a lack of mutual understanding among agricultural, commercial, and industrial
sectors, and travelers lack understanding of agriculture.
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
