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The project is a collaboration of three scholars who have leading roles in a
major academic society on Puritan studies in Japan. The members of the project inquired, with the
help of prominent researchers on Islamic studies, inquired into the development of the Puritan
concept of toleration to make it serviceable in the 21st-century discussion on religion in the
public sphere. It resulted in laying the groundwork for inter-religious dialogue by nurturing the
conceptions of toleration inherent in and extracted from within each tradition.
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
