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By focusing on narrative paintings such as the Tale of Genji and the Tale of

the Heike produced in the first half of the seventeenth century, 1 examined the situation of image
sharing and stylistic mixing between schools, the influence of fan pictures and illustrations for
printed books as media that promoted the standardization of narrative paintings, and the demand for
paintings by the Owari Tokugawa family and other early modern feudal lords. Through surveys of works
both in Japan and overseas, | have re-examined and re-evaluated the scrolls of The Tale of Genji
(by Kaihoku Yusetsu) in the collection of the Metropolitan Museum of Art, and introduced detailed
descriptions of "Shutendoji Emaki™ in the collection of the Freer Gallery of Art and "Genpei
Kassen-zu Byobu" in the collection of the Kono Art Museum in Imabari, which have not been studied in
detail. During this period, four papers were published, and two invited lectures were held to
publicize the results.
