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As part of the study of modern and contemporary Japanese literature, this
research is a comprehensive study of the transformation and internationalization of literature in
trans-war regime. After the end of the GHQ occupation, media policy was internationally transformed
in relation to the international situation during the Cold War, and left in the hands of private
public relations diplomacy and soft power in the United States. In particular, it is well known that

the Rockefeller Foundation invited Japanese artists to the United States. Conservative polemicists
such as Eto Jun and Fukuda Tsuneari, novelists classified as the “ daisan no shinjin", such as
Kojima Nobuo, Yasuoka Shotaro, and Shono Junzo ; Ooka Shohei, best known for his portrayals of the
war and the POW experience in "Nobi,”™ "POW Records,™ and "Leyte Senki," among others; and women
writers such as Ariyoshi Sawako and Ishii Momoko, who studied in the United States at the invitation

of the Rockefeller Foundation.
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
