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In collaboration with researchers mainly from overseas, a comprehensive

survey of the reception (translation, adaptation and performance) of ancient Greek and Roman theatre
in modern and contemporary Japan was carried out to fill in the gaps in international joint
research on the reception of ancient Greek and Roman theatre, and to clarify the impact of the study
and reception of traditional Japanese theatre (No, Kabuki, etc.) in the West. Our study also
clarified the influence of the reception of Japanese traditional theatre (No, Kabuki, etc.) in the
West on the study and reception of ancient Greek and Roman theatre. It also explored the causes of
the divergence between the research and performance of ancient Greek and Roman theatre in Japan and
its reception in the West, which had initially been conducted in a complementary manner. Conferences
were held in Japan and abroad on these research goals and the results were published.
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
