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Through the concept of Transnational Network, this study analyzed how
higher-educated women who crossed the sea from the beginning to the middle of the 20th century took
such actions. This analysis was performed in the following research domains: 1) The aftermath of the

relationship between E. P. Hughes and Yasui Tetsu; 2) the influence of religious thoughts such as
theosophy and Bahai on Japanese women; 3) the relationship between Asianists and American female
journalist Agnes Smedley; and 4) women in the British Caribbean region who received education in the
United Kingdom.
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
