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This study aimed to develop and examine the validity of a questionnaire in
assessing group work environments. The study investigated the effects of group work environments and
individual-difference variables on motivation and learning outcomes. Furthermore, the study sought

to clarify the factors affecting motivation in project-based English learning contexts where group

work is incorporated. The results demonstrated the importance of creating a better group work
environment. It also established the significance of the roles of the learners’ gender,
self-construal, beliefs, and basic psychological needs in enhancing motivation for learning contexts
that entail group work.
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
