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The Islam Boom in Hong Kong and Marginalization of Muslim Society
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This research examines the case of some Chinese citizens in Hong Kong
converting to Islam and voluntarily moving from the mainstream Han Chinese group to the Islamic
society on the periphery of society. With the increasing relative poverty, the general public,
especially young people, who are placed on the margins of society, find the real society disgusting
and seek emotional relief. Freedom of religion and freedom of speech are guaranteed as a “ sacred
space” where socially vulnerable people who feel powerlessness, loneliness, anxiety and inferiority

complex and young people who feel “ the burden of (given) freedom” can “ escape” . It was made
clear that it is impossible only under the current political system.
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
