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In an increasingly globalized society, it has become an issue that
appropriate psychological assessment methods for children and adolescents from culturally and
linguistically diverse backgrounds have not been established in Japan. Therefore, the present study
aimed to develop an assessment model using the UNIT2, a nonverbal intelligence test used in the USA
for multicultural assessment. Children living in Japan including those from diverse cultural
backgrounds participated this study(n=116).The results of the data analyses indicated that the UNIT2
was generally reliable and valid for population in Japan. Based on the literature review conducted
in this study, the utility of culture-language interpretive matrix(C-LIM), which involves the use of

existing tests(e.g., WISC), could not be confirmed. Therefore, a case study with using the UNIT2 is
underway to demonstrate a multicultural assessment model in Japan.
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
