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The revision of the Public Offices Election Law, which lowered the voting
age to 18 or older, was passed in June 2015, allowing 18-year-olds and older to vote in the summer
2016 elections. This could be a major opportunity to rethink the relationship between politics and
education, which has been taboo in postwar education.

In light of the above background, the purpose of this study was to view the current situation in
the context of the re-politicization of education in the history of ideas, and to explore the
ideological meaning of this re-politicization, especially from the perspective of the ideological
shift toward the political neutrality of education.In order to achieve the above objectives, this
study aimed to establish the structure of politics of education, in which education and politics are

interpenetrating each other.
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
