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Schools in the Metropolitan Area
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In this study, we examined the impact and problems of the Fukushima Daiichi

Nuclear Power Plant Accident in schools in the Tokyo metropolitan area, based on the concept of the

nuclear power plant disaster-affected school’ by the Institute for Global Education and Culture.
The main results of the research are as follows. First, we were able to confirm 1,241 schools
(including 447,897 children and students) in the lbaraki, Chiba, Tochigi, Gunma, and Saitama
prefectures as the nuclear power plant disaster-affected school in the Tokyo metropolitan area in
2014. Secondly, from the collection and analysis of educational practice records of the nuclear
power plant disaster-affected schools in the Tokyo metropolitan area, it is difficult for children
and students to protect themselves from radiation because it is not possible to recognize the actual
state of the damage caused by the nuclear power plant accident.
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
