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Development of teacher training programs for active learning through formative
assessment
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The purpose of this research is to develoE teacher training program
corresponding to the active learning by formative assessment. We have learned from excellent
practices of of formative assessment in Japan and have considered how sustainable teacher training
should be. Mainly, we took up Akita City Chikuzan Elementary School, which has been conducting
lesson studies based on team teaching for 56 years and have investigated features for its
sustainability.

As a result, we have found out that terms such as “ agency” and “ inquiry” have been used for
decades and teachers have been promoting research while sharing these concepts. We have considered
the training program from the perspective of the sustainable lesson studies.
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
