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The purpose of this study was to develop and evaluate the reliability and
validity of a Nursing Competence Scale for use at Intensive Care Homes for the Elderly. Scale items
which were selected based on the data obtained through concept analysis and semi-structural
interviews underwent a review on their face validity and content validity, and 50 of them were
included in the draft of evaluation of capability of nurses at special elderly nursing homes. A
total of 603 nurses at 194 special elderly nursing homes nationwide answered an anonymous writing
guestionnaire and their answers went through item analysis, I-T correlation analysis and exploratory

factor analysis. The analyzed results were studied in terms of criterion-related validity,
known-groups validity, internal consistency and stability.The validity and reliability of the
Nursing Competence Scale for use at Intensive Care Homes for the Elderly until were confirmed.
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
