The subjects were older adults attending senior salons in Thailand and

Japan. The study was approved by the University Ethics Review Committee of the researcher®s
university.Multiple regression analysis of the results of 144 senior subjects (57 in Thailand and 87

in Japan), with cognitive function (MMSE, MoCA) as the dependent variable, showed that the combined
Thai and Japanese senior had better GDS test scores (B =-.211, P=.015), higher Social-WHOQOL (B =.
209, P=.016), and better MMSE (B =-.209, P=.016), there was also an association between the LSNS-6
and MMSE values (3 =.306, P=.021) among Thai seniors. Blood flow in the dorsolateral prefrontal
cortex during word fluency and motor task performance (DT) was significantly associated (3 =.412, P
=.001) in the left dorsolateral prefrontal region in both countries.
