To provide foster parents who care for children with social needs at home,
how to provide health and medical information about the child and the maternal and child health
handbook when the child guidance center entrusts the child, and to clarify the status of childcare
continuation after entrustment. For this purpose, a self-administered question survey was conducted
at 212 child consultation centers nationwide (collection 100). The results show that almost all
mother and child health handbooks and health and medical information are provided, but more than 60%

of foster parents require additional information on health and medical care after entrusting them,
and in addition to their child"s medical history and vaccination history, There were many
confirmations regarding diseases and allergies, and it became clear that information collection and
provision at the child guidance center was insufficient.
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
