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This research qualitatively examined the educational effect of ELF-informed
instruction on Japanese university students’ attitudes toward English and their actual language use
through two types of studies: the language attitude study during the instruction and the follow-up
study after the instruction. The latter was particularly conducted as case studies of three
informants, exploring their language attitudes through the subsequent ELF experiences and their
actual language use In ELF interaction. The analysis of the data revealed a certain degree of the
positive educational effect of the instruction. Specifically, the instruction changed the students
language attitude toward English from monolingual to multilingual. It also maintained or enhanced
the three informants’ positive attitudes toward English through the subsequent ELF experiences
although it also disclosed the deep-rooted negative influence of native-speakerist view of English

pervasive in Japanese society.
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
