It is known that many children in children®s self-support facilities have
developmental disabilities and trauma, and it has been pointed out that not only institutional
treatment but also support after leaving the facility entails significant challenges. In this study,

the initial core of the study was to develop a program for aftercare after leaving the facility,
but due to the effects of Civid-19, the objectives of the study could not be achieved within the
time frame of the study. As an alternative, the actual situation and issues of aftercare were
examined based on a questionnaire to facility staff. The results suggested that aftercare programs
were not functioning adequately in some facilities because the number of children admitted and the
forms of support differed from facility to facility. The need for drastic support by the national
and local governments became clear once again.
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
