This research clarified Kakuji Matsunoi®s education in Japan
and the U.S., his life and practice in New York, his reputation in his studies and practice at that
time, his close relationship with the L.G. Chapin family, the process from his return to Japan to
joining the W. M. Vories" architectural office, and his activities after becoming independent.
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
