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The Impact of Neoliberalism on the School Teacher®s World: An Empirical Study of
Educational Reform in Osaka City
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The purpose of this research is to examine the effect of Neoliberal
education reform on school teachers through interview survey and questionnaire survey of public
jJunior high school teachers.

As a result of the analysis, we found 4 findings. From the questionnaire survey, 1) about 30-50% of
the teachers show an "opposition” to Neoliberal education policy, and 2) especially in Osaka City.
Teachers® autonomy fluctuates due to the impact of recent educational reforms, and from interview
surveys, 3) the impacts of reforms felt by teachers are "Strengthening management control,"” "Request
for achievement and competitiveness," "Reducing autonomy in education practice", 4) The background
of teachers who deepen conflicts is the dual social position as an educational practitioner/public
servant, and the division of teacher groups.
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
