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In this study the validity of regional comprehensive childcare support,
mainly focusing on a “ comprehensive support center for families with small children” and a “
support center for child rearing families” was examined. The following three results were obtained
by organizing leading-edge cases during the survey activity. First is planning out how to approach
the users in need, i.e. securing accessibility, such as increasing the number of the center users.
Second is a system that organically seeks out cooperation among specialists. Third is a vantage
point for securing a specialty, including the placement of specialists who provide comprehensive
support for children.

In addition, since there have been regional differences in support activities to date, we were able
to recognize that there are issues on improvement of support functions and enhancement of resources.
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
