This project expands on research plans for the
Grant-in-Aid-for-Scientific-Research (C) with a project title: Technological and Behavioral
Organization during Late Upper Paleolithic and Incipient-Initial Jomon Transitions in Southern
Kyushu. The principal investigator collaborated with experts of three universities in the United
States to conduct archaeometric analyses of pottery. Combining petrographic and neutron activation
analyses, the Pl and collaborating researchers sourced pottery. Pottery manufacturing techniques and

technology were also examined. Results suggested that Incipient Jomon pottery was mainly produced
near the sites indicating that producers were relatively sedentary. However, sedentism was higher at
sites on Tanegashima Island, and there were certain sites with the evidence of long distance
exchange of pottery there. Manufacturing techniques were mainly layered slabs. It was interpreted
that producers preferred the ease of manufacture over other techniques.
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
