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This study explores how Muslim women in Malaysia relate to faith and social
participation according to their own rationale. Specifically, based on the data obtained from the
interview survey, this study attempts to approach Muslim women®s "identity" (i.e. how they perceive
themselves in relation to religion and society) and "agency® (i.e. their proactive involvement in
faith and society) and the actual state of their social participation. It examines the positive role

that faith plays in women®s autonomy and citizenship, and the challenges that women and society

face in realising such autonomy and agency.
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
