Our research gives priority to preservation of linguistic data, which had

been collected about a half century ago. Since these data consist chiefly of handwritten documents,
analogue-recorded tapes, and some materials including cultural items, we must digitize them for the
sustainable utilization of these original data. For these digitized data to be properly used, a
systematic management and eternal preservation is necessary, which must be designed for observing
the concerned laws and protecting the copyrights of linguists and consultants. We have converted
several sets of linguistic data into digital forms and submitted scientific and ethical
investigations about the concerned problems.
