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The aim of this research is to investigate 1) Exploitation of wild
progenitors by sedentary hunter-gatherers; 2) Animal exploitation in the early stage of
domestication process; 3) Spread of domestic animals from the domestication center and the beginning

of animal keeping in the surrounding regions; 4) Use of wild animals by farmer-pastoralists. Faunal

remains from three sites in the upper Tigris Basin, Hasankeyf Hoyuk (9500BC) before the beginning
of animal domestication, Cayonu (10000-7000BC) where domestication process progressed, and Sumaki
Hoyuk (7500-6500BC) that shows the first eastward spread of domestic ungulates, were analyzed. The
results illustrated the shift from broad-spectrum resource exploitation to the focus on domestic
shegpdduring the three thousand years in the Prepottery Neolithic to the early Pottery Neolithic
periods.
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
