The sustainability of agricultural land use is achieved b% activating the
natural cycle function of agriculture and increasing the productive capacity of the soil itself, and
the way of ownership of agricultural land to support this is sought to be a triune structure where
(1) management, (2) labour and (3) rights to agricultural land are not separated, and this criterion
is used as a yardstick to elucidate the actual state of agricultural land ownership in Germany,

As a result, it was found that in Germany, the acquisition of farmland by off-farm companies is
progressing by way of share deals, in China, policy development is aimed at the separation of
management rights from membership=contract management rights and their liquidation, in Japan, the
expansion of management scale through liquidation of leasehold rights and the introduction of smart
agriculture, and in all countries, industrialisation of agriculture is being oriented.
