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o While neoliberal economic reforms have advanced in many parts of the world
and globalization--the rapid and massive movement of people, goods, money, information, and services

across borders--has progressed, various social groups have raised their voices to build societies
based on values different from those of neoliberalism. This study organized a 16-member
international research team to investigate such protests for "another world" in the Latin American
region. The team conducted a comparative analysis of protest events in 10 countries and compiled the
results in a book. We found that by conceptualizing the seemingly diverse and chaotic activities of
citizens as both reactive and proactive, their characteristics become easier to understand.
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
