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Unlike Germany, where the introduction and promotion of Learning Stories

(LS) have been pursued at a policy level, LS practices in Japan have been introduced as voluntary
initiatives by kindergartens and practitioners who seek to affirm children and prioritize
child-centered care. It became evident that the focus in Japan is more on conveying children®s "
development” to families and building relationships with parents, rather than emphasizing the role
of practitioners in expanding, supporting, and eliciting children®s inquisitiveness and promoting
learning-to-learn, as is expected of practitioners in Germany. On the other hand, in the development
and dissemination process of LS in New Zealand, the significance of practitioner-led "research”
within the practice, such as exploring perspectives on learning and considering the format, has been

recognized. This suggests that such research could also be a key for future development in LS
practices within Japan.
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
