The islands extending from the southern part of Kyushu to Taiwan are called
the Nansei Islands, and were once the largest territory of the Ryukyu Kingdom. However, research on
traditional villages in the Nansei Islands are limited to some case studies in a single region, and
empirical studies to compare and examine village structures in a unified approach is largely
lacking. In this project, we applied a unified landscape restoration approach which we have
established based on our previous studies on Okinawa Island and Sakishima Island. We conducted a
comparative study of the traditional villages at the entire territory of Nansei Island and
investigated the universal principles and the technology of creating living environments in
traditional village spaces across, and the region-specific ecological view of the environment.
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
