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Wrge i B OMEEL (353L)  : Those conducting end—of-life discussion (EOLD) with parties living at the
end of life need to be aware of the discouragement and conflicts experienced by the parties and
their families during the process, rather than making dialogue the ultimate goal while providing
support. The research project identified the following research findings: 1) the development of an

ICT version of an EOLD dialogue support application to be used by nurses working primarily with
chronically ill older people; 2) the development of a family nursing program to facilitate EOLD for
patients and their families; 3) facilitating and inhibiting factors in the nursing program.
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
