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This research project produced the following research results.
We made a national/ sectoral comparison of Al governance, developed a risk chain model as a
practical framework, and published "Al Governance: Challenges and Prospects™. We also examined the
governance of genome editing technologies and regulatory issues in Japan, and compiled "Social
Adoption of New Biotechnologies. In addition, we published "Governance Structure of Emerging
Technologies™ and "Futures Ecosystems and Nudges for Futures Literacy" based on comparisons with
other technologies, risk/ELSI studies, etc. We pointed out the importance of future literacy, soft
law, the relationship between approaches for each application area and technology based crosscutting
approaches, the expansion of scope of concerns, and the mechanisms to implement principles.
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
