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The ﬁurpose of this study is to search for new virtue ethics in Plato’s
Politeia (The Republic). To achieve this goal, the study argues the following two points and
demonstrates the possibility of a new intellectual virtue-ethics.

(1) Plato®s Theory of Forms and his idea of philosopher-rulers are not proclamations of universal
truth but frameworks to secure approachability for truth; that is, the possibility of philosophical
deliberation on truth.

(2) In approaching the central books that explain the Form of Good, we should analyze the whole
dialogue from the viewpoint of a ring composition and clarify the reason why the Theory of Forms is
called a philosophical digression.
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
