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The study of Ci lyrics by three most significant "Guan Liu™ poets before and
after the fall of the North Song Dynasty
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This research project focuses on how the middle of North Song Dynasty®s Ci
lyrics after the Liu Yong period changed the scope of literary history. During this period, many
scholar bureaucrats participated in the creation of Ci lyrics, and the intelligent YaCi rapidly
increased in literary sophistication. This study spotlights three bureaucratic lyricists, Wang Guan,

Kang Yuzhi and Chao Buzhi, called "Guan Liu, "top of the Liu Yong"s followers™", considers how they
were judged, and isolated three points. The first concerns reputation. The three poets all famously
had good or bad reputations, just like Liu Yong. The second point is their selection and
development of Liu Yong rhetoric devices, though their own work lacks the level of sympathy and
compassion of Liu Yon?'s for the lower class. The final point is that the three poets” own
originality was actually performance for high officials. In other words, some YaCi were not only
read but also performed works for scholar bureaucrats.
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
