A natural discourse database has been constructed and expanded for the
Ahousaht dialect of Nootka, one of the indigenous languages of North America. Even with the limited
opportunities of fieldwork due to the epidemic, grammatical analysis of the natural discourse data
accumulated in previous researches has been proceeded. The database, linked to audio and vocabulary

data, is planned to be published online as well as in a text format in order to be able to be
utilized for various purposes.
