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This study examined non-canonical demonstrative mappings and
person-references, which have been analyzed as manifestations of “ mental distancing” and “
perspective shift,” casting light on some dynamic aspects of deictic referencing. First, this study
revealed that the idiosyncratic uses of demonstratives could be best characterized in terms of
orientation and fictive trajectory, further implying that such uses might be accounted for in
connection with physical distancing (cf. embodiment), such as stepping back or stepping away.
Second, it examined second-person pronouns referring to a speaker in solitude, arguing that
conceptual manipulation of “ a self-split of the speaker” gives rise to second-person pronouns for
a speaker’ s self-reference.
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
