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We know that a large amount of input is necessary for language learning. Yet
we do not know how much amount is needed for what kind of level of learning. This study tackled
this question in light of extensive reading and vocabulary learning. This study uses the latent
semantic analysis (LSA) to make a prediction of vocabulary learning by analyzing the corpus of input
data. The study evaluates the validity of the LSA by comparing the simulated data using the LSA and
the actual learner data collected.
