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In the 21st century, preserving historical materials on social movements
in the second half of the 20th century is important. This joint research project used historical
documents to study social movements that developed in Japanese society from the 1960s to the 1970s.
It was conducted as a cross-disciplinary study of history, archival studies, and sociology. The
academic significance of these historical materials was then elucidated through primary sources. In
particular, we organized the issues and methods of addressing them at each stage of the collection,
including organization, research use, and exhibition use of historical materials for documentary and
audiovisual materials. This research clarified methods for preserving and utilizing contemporary
historical materials in various forms.
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
