Despite the restrictions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic, we carried out
research that analysed the development of the cotton industry in the Himeji Domain considering the
relationship with the domain authority and local communities and clarified its historical
significance without deviating considerably from our original plan. We determined the following: (1)

the role of the Himeji Domain in the development of the cotton industry, (2) the development and
realization process of the cotton monopoly in local communities, and (3) the fact that village
officials had raised funds for cotton wholesalers and the like. We explored the development of the
cotton industry in the Himeji Domain, which has been investigated only from the perspective of
economic history so far, by adding the perspective of political history and the history of the local
communities and found the formation process of Japanese-style capitalism there.
