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Legal regulation on the collection and use of information from private
businesses by investigative agencies
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Nowadaxs, people recognise the importance of privacy. On the other hand,
there are many situations in which investigative agencies obtain information about crimes from
private businesses or third parties. This study introduced a case in the United States concerning
the appropriateness of acquiring cell site location information by investigative agencies without a
warrant.
Through researches of the U.S. and Taiwan, 1 showed that when police agencies in Japan collect
information, it is necessary to integrate and regulate administrative and judicial police
activities. As a means of doing so, there is a need for a statute on intelligence collection and use
in criminal procedure as well.
Through these measures, the abusive collection and use of information by police agencies should be
prevented.
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
