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It is well known that in 1952 the Soviet Union presented its proposal for
the neutral reunification of East and West Germany (the Stalin Note) to the three Western Powers
(the United States, Great Britain and France). However, the purpose of the Stalin Note has been
disputed among Cold War historians continuously. In order to break through this situation, this
research clarified the true intentions of Soviet diplomacy from the perspective of "the Linkage
between the situation in the Far East and the situation in Europe.” In particular, | attempted a
comparative analysis of the Soviet proposal for Peace Treaty with Japan on September 5, 1951 and the

Soviet proposal for Peace Treaty with Germany on March 10, 1952. As a result, this study reveals
that in the international situation of the 1950s, the Soviet Union aimed to reorganize Germany and
Japan as buffer zones based on a geopolitical perspective.
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
