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Local Vitalisation Cooperators are addressed as a regional revitalisation
measure. To understand them, it is essential to understand them based on the specificity of the
region and the individual situation of the actors. The aim is then to understand the generalities
based on a comprehensive understanding, and to build a bridge between the two. Local Vitalisation
Cooperators in each municipality implementing this system in disadvantaged areas around the Tokai
region, mainly in Aichi Prefecture, were targeted. The study aimed to promote a medium-range
understanding and comprehension of the system through a synthesis of qualitative and quantitative
research. As a result, the effectiveness potential and challenges of measures to address individual
difficulties were derived. In addition, the probability of hindering addressing structural pitfalls
through the formulation of the Local Vitalisation Cooperator®s definition of the situation was
derived.
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
