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By using Beijing Japanese Studies Research Center-the largest
institute focused on Japanese research and education in the world-as a case study, this research
aimed to check out the effect of studying in Japan,from the perspective of both Japan and China, as
well as the individual himself(herself). The implications of the study are as follows. Firstly, it
is necessary to measure the indirect effects of studying abroad through qualitative research.
Secondly, the effects of studying in Japan vary greatly over the time. As shown in this study, the
specific characteristics of the cohort, the changing circumstances in both Japan and China, as well
as changing Sino-Japan relations have greatly influenced the purpose and effectiveness of Chinese
students studying in Japan. Therefore, analysis by era is indispensable in future research.
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
