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In Okinawa Prefecture, the youth birth rate has changed from 2.4% to 2.6%,
which is more than double the figure in Japan. In this survey, we will listen to the reproduction
process of their families, such as why women who gave birth in their teens in Okinawa Prefecture led

to childbirth and how they will create reproductive families after that. It was done intentionally.
The survey found that the child-rearing situation and the stability of the reproductive family
depend more on the relationship between the child"s mother (original mother) and the peer group than
on the child"s relationship with the father.
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
