In this study, the following points were clarified.

Elderly housing with supportive services, (1) Residents" evacuation ability: Evacuation without
assistance or attendance is practically difficult. In the case of dementia, the earthquake could not
be understood and it was necessary to watch over after the evacuation was completed. Those who had

difficulty evacuating on foot were evacuated by carrying them on their backs, wrapping them in
sheets, and holding them with two people. (2) Acceptance of local residents: Some properties have
accepted local residents even if they have not been designated as welfare shelters. (3) Disaster
prevention plan instructions from local governments: The implementation status of disaster
p:gve?tion plan instructions from local governments is lower than that of facilities for the
elderly.
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
