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One of the main results of this study is to build a theory on the management

of regional agricultural management by leading farms in a village where the function of regional
agricultural organizations has declined and the number of non-farmers with pure land has increased.
First, the functional decline of the organization was summarised into (1) inefficiency related to
the joint activity practice function, (2) inefficiency related to the information processing
function, and (3) inefficiency related to the relationship adjustment function.

Next, it was clarified that the leading farms should take charge of the functions as not an
individual economic entitiy but a members of the organization.
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
